TEXTBOOK:  Pastel Pointers: Top 100 Secrets for Beautiful Pastel Paintings, North Light Books. Richard’s book 
will be frequently referenced throughout the workshop. Please review the book in advance of the workshop. 
Even though the book is directed to the pastel artist, the basic information applies to oil. 
 
REFERENCE MATERIAL:  Photographic, or field study, landscape/cityscape materials will be needed for 
reference. Have an assortment to choose from. An iPad or similar digital tablet may be used. Please have your 
reference photo options organized in advance of the class. 
 
PAINTS:  A limited palette of good artist-grade oil paints. Richard uses WILLIAMSBURG.  GAMBLIN, UTREHT, or 
SENNELIER are good alternatives. 
Tubes: Titanium or Titanium/Zinc mixed White (large tube), Cadmium Yellow Light (with Gamblin use 
Cadmium Yellow Medium), Cadmium Red Light, Alizarin Crimson Permanent, Ultramarine Blue, Viridian Green. 
  
BRUSHES:  An assortment of fine quality hog hair BRISTLES. FLATS or FILBERTS in sizes ranging from 1/8 inch 
to 1 inch in width. (Numbers vary by brand so look for widths.) If possible, have 2 of each size. 
     A diamond shaped painting knife - 1 inch to 2 inch in length. 
  
PALETTE:  A large flat surface, 1/8-inch hardboard works well (size 12x16 or 16x20). No paper palettes please! 
Avoid a white surface. Glass makes an excellent palette and can be prepared with a coat of acrylic neutral 
warm-gray paint - value 7 or 8 on a value scale with black as 0 and white as 10. Glass is fragile for travel - 
transport it with caution. 
 
SOLVENTS:  A large container of the finest artist grade ODORLESS PAINT THINNER (OMS) such as Gamblin's 
GAMSOL and a metal container for brush washing. A small container of alkyd-based painting medium (Winsor 
Newton LIQUIN or Gamblin GALKYD). 
 
SUPPORTS:  Canvas, Linen, or prepared wood panels, sizes: 9x12 to 12x16 are recommended. Be prepared for 
at least one or two a day. Work on a surface you are familiar with. If you are using an inexpensive factory 
prepared canvas, it is recommended to give it an additional layer of acrylic gesso. Use a good brand from a 
respected art supply company, like Liquitex. Richard will be using oil primed landscape-grade linen panels. 
  
MISC.:  Drawing Pencil 2b, Sketchbook-Notebook, 3 Tombow ABT markers N15-N55-N75 (or other comparable 
brand), Vine Charcoal, Rags, Paper Towels, or Tissues, Garbage Sack, Digital Camera (smart phone is suitable). 
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
